SUBJECT Hanover Neustadt Snowmobile Club Trail Request

RECOMMENDATION

1. That Report CAO-02-21 — Hanover Neustadt Snowmobile Club Trail Request be received by
council; and

2. That council agree entering into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Hanover
Neustadt Snowmobile Club to legally enter, establish, groom, maintain, sign and use a
portion of the requested lands for the exclusive purpose of allowing legally permitted
snowmobiles and their riders to use these lands for the remainder of the 2020/2021
snowmobile season.

BACKGROUND

In January, the Town of Hanover was approached by Karen Buratynski, Manager, Ontario
Federation of Showmaobile Clubs (OFSC) District 9 to assist in establishing a designated
snowmobile route across municipal lands on behalf of the Hanover Neustadt Showmobile Club
(the Club). The purpose of the request is to permit snowmobiles and their riders safe and direct
access to fuel.

DISCUSSION

By-Law No. 2416-03 regulates the operation of motorized snowmobiles within the municipality.
Section 2 of the by-law states:

Where the operation of a motorized snow mobile is permitted, no person shall operate or drive a
motorized snow vehicle;

I.  within the limits of the Corporation other than for the purpose of entering, leaving, or
crossing said Town in as nearly a direct route as possible, or on a clearly designated
snowmobile trail approved by the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Hanover;

II.  within the limits of the Corporation between the hours of 12:00 oclock midnight and 8:00
oclock in the forenoon of the next following day;

. within a public place;
IV. onaroadway;

V. on a sidewalk;

VI.  on any private property in the municipality unless the operator of such motorized
snowmobile has obtained the prior consent of the owner or occupant of the private

property.

The lands to which access is being requested is described as Part Lot 1 Concession 2 SDR
(former Bentinck) now Town of Hanover and is shown on the attached map. Note that this portion
of the trail ends at the property line of Revera’s proposed long-term care facility. The Club is
currently in discussions with Revera to access their lands. If council is in agreement with the
proposed route, an amendment to the by-law will be required. In light of Revera possibly beginning
construction this year, as well as a few other currently designated routes within town that may no
longer be required, administration is recommending holding off on amending the by-law and
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instead granting temporary access as requested for the remainder of the current snowmobile
season. This will allow time to consider a more permanent solution with the Club while cleaning up
some of the legacy trails in town.

Ms. Buratynski has provided a sample Memorandum of Understanding (attached) of which the
Town and Club would be required to enter into in order to grant permission to the Club to cross
municipal lands. The OFSC has a $15 million liability policy of the which the Town would be
named as an additional insured. Other materials are also attached for council’s information.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
The Club would be responsible for all costs associated with establishing and maintaining the trail.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU)

PRESCRIBED SNOWMOBILE TRAIL LAND USE PERMISSION
{PLEASE PRINT OR TYPE)

On this 1st day of February , year 2021 1, the undersigned, owner/occupier of the premises that is lot # Pt Lot 1
concession #2 SDR or other (former Bentinck) in the Township of Hanover
County/District/Region of Grey do hereby give the Hanover Neustadt Snhowmobile Club

(snowmobile club), hereinafter referred to as the “local snowmobile club” (a member in good standing of the Ontario Federation of
Snowmobile Clubs — OFSC), permission to legally enter, establish, groom, maintain, sign and use that portion of the premises herein
designated by me for the exclusive purpose of allowing legally permitted snowmobiles and their riders to use said designated premises

for snowmobiling under the following terms and conditions:
1. This MOU is valid for the period commencing February 1, 2021 and ending May 1, 2021
2. The local snowmobile club shall at all times remain a member in good standing of the OFSC and be able to verify this to the

owner/occupier with a current OFSC certificate or this agreement shall be immediately null and void.

The local snowmobile club will provide liability insurance in the amount of $15,000,000 for liability arising from the grooming,
maintenance and use of the snowmobile trail but only with respect to the negligence of the local snowmobile club name for those
operations usual to a snowmobile trail. This coverage is confirmed to the undersigned owner/occupier by signing this memorandum
of understanding on the condition no fee has been charged by the owner/occupier for the use of designated premises.

The insurers will add the landowner as an additional insured but only with respect to liability arising from the operations of the
named Jocal snowmobile club name. Coverage will be extended to the location listed in the landowner agreement through an
insurance policy held by the OFSC and its member organization snowmobile club.

The above referenced insurance liability policy will not provide any coverage for the willful misconduct and or negligence on the
part of the landowner.

The designated premises shall be sketched on a separate sheet of paper or shown on an attached map and a copy of each/both shall
be initialed by both parties hereto and attached to each copy of this agreement.

Tt is understood that the local snowmobile club, with the owner/occupier’s verbal consent on each occasion, shall have access to the
designated premises prior to and after the winter months for the purpose of opening and closing, upgrading and maintaining the trail
when there is no snow cover.

The local snowmobile club shall maintain that portion of the designated premises to be used as a trail in reasonably good condition
for snowmobiling purposes only; and undertake to post appropriate signage; remove on an annual basis any litter and repair or replace
property damaged by valid permitted and exempted snowmobiles and their riders on that portion of the designated property used for
snowmobiling.

Each party hereto shall give the other sixty (60) days prior written notice to the address below of any changes to, or cancellation of
this agreement.

Representative of the local snowmobile club or district are hereby authorized to be the owner/occupier’s agent(s) to cooperate with
local law enforcement agencies in their efforts to supervise and enforce the uses defined hereunder with respect to the designated
premises in accordance with the Trespass to Property Act R.S.0. 1990, ¢.T21; the Motorized Snow Vehicles Act R.8.0. 1990,
¢.M44; and the Occupiers Liability Act R.S.Q. 1990, ¢.0-2 as amended.

The landowner/occupier and the local snowmobile club mutually confirm that the landowner/occupier, by signing this MOU is not
requesting nor granting permission for a registered easement over the designated premises.
